Introduction, Part 0 and Part 1
PUBLIC COMMENT DRAFT

The public comment draft does not include Part 2 Products and Materials, Part 3 Construction and Part 4 Standard Drawings, which will be drafted once comments on Part 1 have been received. Each of these Parts will be based on existing Codes and modified to suit Pressure Sewerage as appropriate. Testing of installed items will be based on the experience gained in the construction, testing and commissioning of existing systems for Sydney Water and South East Water. Standard Drawings will adopt standard construction practices for pressure pipelines with an emphasis on using trenchless construction techniques which are particularly applicable to construction in existing built environments.
Some Water Industry standards will also be developed to fill gaps where no product Standards exist e.g. property boundary assemblies. ANSI/NSF 46:2004 will be adopted for collection/pump units with recommendations that only NSF certified collection/pump units be purchased and installed.
